6. All emails must include the entrant’s name, contact details and a short description/title of the designs (no more than 100 words). Scanned in copies and photos of designs should be submitted in JPEG format at a high pixel resolution (minimum 300dpi) but not exceed 7MB. Please ensure your work is signed. 

7. All designs submitted must be the work of the individual submitting them and must not have been published elsewhere or have won any other fashion design competition. It is the responsibility of the entrant to check that they have not infringed the intellectual property or copyright of any third party. 

8. The entries from each group that are professionally selected to be exhibited at City Hall, will be those that are judged to be most visually appealing, original and adhere to the concept of Dance meets Fashion.
